He is the DHS Foreign Fugitive Coordinator for the San Francisco Field Office, where he
works with Interpol, and other foreign governments to locate fugitives who have fled to other countries and are
possibly now in the United States. He has two Associate Degrees in Liberal Studies and Criminal Justice as
well as a Bachelor’s Degree in Criminal Justice from California State University Hayward.

Katie Rhoe is a Deputy Sheriff with Contra Costa County Sheriff’s Department and is currently assigned to the
United States Marshals Service (USMS) Fugitive Task Force Team. She has worked in fugitive apprehension
for six years. Prior to working on the USMSTFT, she was a member of the CCCSO street enforcement team.
